That in
construction of the Electrical System and Telecommunications System and at any time thereafier, Grantees shall have the right to install and maintain gates in fences which cross the easement
for use in ingress and egress to the adjacent premises.

Grantor does further grant, bargain, sell and convey unto Grantees, the perpetual right, privilege and authonity to clear and keep cleared, all structures, buildings, improvements and fire hazards
located within the Easements; provided that fire hazards shall not be interpreted to include fences or growing crops, other than growing timber. Grantor agrees to make no use of, nor permit
others to make any use of, the lands within said Easements that would reduce line clearance or in any other way interfere with the proper and safe operation or maintenance of the Electrical
System or the Telecommunications System by Grantees.

The undersigned covenant that they are the owners of the above-described lands, and have the full power, authority and right to make this conveyance, and that the said lands are free of
encumbrances and liens of whatsoever character.
